Families of Kindergarten students:

This is a little information about our report cards, and how the teachers are assessing the students. Please keep in mind that the skills assessed are for the current trimester, or what has been taught so far in class. 3rd trimester skills are the indicators for progression to 1st grade. 

Advanced (4) indicates that a student consistently and independently uses a skill at and above grade level expectations.  The key here is excelling, independence and consistency.  
 
Proficient(3) indicates that the student has mastered the skill and consistently and independently uses the skill the majority of the time.
 
Basic(2) indicates that the student has some skill mastery but may not be completely independent or consistent when using the skill. For example, if a student reads sight words in isolation during Literacy block or testing, but can’t recall when reading grade level books, or other curricular activities, he/she would receive a 2 indicating Basic skill levels.

 
Below basic(1) indicates that a student doesn’t demonstrate knowledge or mastery of a skill.  The student needs teacher/peer tutoring/teaching or prompting to demonstrate a skill.
 
Our goal as a Kindergarten team is to provide your child and the children in our classrooms with the most individually appropriate, challenging, and engaging activities that meet the needs of all learners and the South Dakota State Standards.  To do this classrooms may introduce and work on skills at different times of the year, so comparisons between classrooms are difficult because our children learn at different rate and have different interests.  Know that our team is committed to meeting the same curricular expectations by the end of the year, even though we may do it a bit differently at each site.  We encourage your active involvement in the education of your child.
